Priority 3:	 As previously noted, it is recommended that the Moraga Drive off-ramp be 
closed in conjunction with the construction ofthe proposed on-ramp from the 
Sunset Boulevard bridge to accommodate westbound Sunset Boulevard 
access to northbound 1-405. The 2,700 ADT currently accommodated by the 
Moraga Drive off-ramp would appear to be adequately absorbed by the Getty 
Center Drive off-ramp. The removal of the Moraga Drive off-ramp would 
benefit traffic operations at the Sepulveda Boulevard/Moraga Drive 
intersection as it would remove one "leg" of the intersection, thereby 
allowing additional traffic signal "green" time to northbound and southbound 
Sepulveda Boulevard traffic, as well as westbound Moraga Drive traffic. 

Consider Additional East-West Access from Brentwood to Bel Air/Westwood. In our review 
of the study area, we noted that there is limited east-west access between the Brentwood and 
Bel Air/Westwood communities. Sunset Boulevard and Wilshire Boulevard provide the 
most significant access routes, however a local motorist using these routes must contend with 
traffic related to the 1-405 freeway ramps. Other local streets which cross 1-405, such as 
Church Lane and Montana .Avenue have limited valued in terms of accommodating local 
trips due the relatively limited reach beyond their respective 1-405 freeway underpasses. 

In conjunction with a long-term planning effort for the study area, we recommend that new 
routes be established to accommodate east-west traffic flow between the Brentwood and Bel 
Air/Westwood communities across the 1-405 freeway which does not require local motorists 
to use Sunset Boulevard or Wilshire Boulevard. These additional east-west routes would 
ultimately benefit traffic flow on Sunset and Wilshire as they would divert a portion of trips 
off of the major thoroughfares, providing additional capacity for freeway-related traffic. 

Figure 9 attached provides examples of two potential east-west routes. In each case, 
easements would need to be provided through the Federal property used by the Veterans 
Administration (VA). The first option would extend Montana Avenue from its current 
terminus west of the 1-405 freeway, through the north side of the VA property to Barrington 
Avenue. The second option would generally utilize the existing alignments of Constitution 
Avenue and Dewey Avenue through the VA property to connect San Vicente Boulevard to 
Sepulveda Boulevard. Ultimately, using a tunnel structure below the National Cemetery, this 
alignment could be extended to Veteran Avenue to better serve the UCLA campus and 
Westwood Village.
